How To Apply
If you are interested in applying for accommodation at 
Hillhead, please let us know by emailing 
hillheadstudentvillage@abdn.ac.uk. You will then be sent an 
application form to complete and return.

Please note you must hold an Unconditional Firm (UF) offer to 
study at SRUC to be able to apply. Proof of this, or student 
status if you are a returning student, must be sent along with 
your application form. If you have a conditional offer, you can 
apply once you have received the grades to meet your 
conditions.

Your application form will be processed, and an offer of 
accommodation sent to you in due course. Once this is sent 
you will be required to accept the contract and schedule page, 
provide a guarantor and pay £100 pre-payment to secure your 
room. You will also be sent a 'Guide to Living in Student 
Accommodation' which goes into further detail about living at 
Hillhead Student Village.

Please be aware that you may not get your first choice of 
accommodation as it is allocated on a limited first come first 
serve basis. 
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
